Health Career Connection (HCC) inspires and empowers undergraduate students to choose health careers that best suit them, understand how to get from where they are to where they want to be and have a higher probability of achieving their goals. HCC provides paid educational opportunities to undergraduates interested in pursuing careers in healthcare management and policy, health education, community health, and other public health options. We are also offering a limited number of Boston based internship opportunities in nursing, physical therapy and speech therapy. 
PAID INTERNSHIPS AND MENTORING

HCC offers ten-week, full time summer internships from mid-June through mid- August. Interns are paid educational stipends of $425 per week. Through our internship sponsors, HCC places qualified candidates in leading California, New England and New York/New Jersey health organizations. Efforts are made to accommodate intern health interests, geographic preferences, and skill sets in finalizing placements.  Through an apprenticeship model, preceptors and HCC staff mentor and guide interns, sharing their experiences and wisdom.

The internship program includes valuable workshops on career planning, graduate education, advocacy, leadership, and cultural competency.  HCC also connects students to our prestigious graduate school partners, including the School of Public Health at the University of California, Berkeley, the Health Services Management Program at UC Los Angeles, Harvard School of Public Health and MGH Institute of Health Professions.
