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Research ASSistant Position

Full-time research assistant positions are available at Massachusetts General Hospital to study innate immune signaling pathways contributing to atherosclerosis and Alzheimer's disease. These studies focus on the signal transduction pathways regulating monocyte/microglial responses to oxidized lipoproteins and beta-amyloid, and their roles in chronic inflammation.  This work involves the use of both classic molecular biology techniques (site-directed mutagenesis, cloning, gene knock-outs, gene transfer techniques) and broad-scale genomics approaches (gene expression microarrays, proteomics). Additional projects in the lab include investigation of leukocyte trafficking into tissues.
