3. Work with a school or school district on data analysis/strategic planning, and develop a data-driven plan or proposal for ways to improve the district.  

4. Work with a Teach For America regional office interested in having an extra data specialist for a month, to assist with analyzing corps member data and providing advice on how to execute that most effectively.  

5. Work on educational infrastructure in New Orleans.  If you have a background in architecture, urban planning, or civil engineering, and you have an interest in education, you can help New Orleans to develop an excellent school system by working with Teach For America to develop infrastructure that supports it.
