Who May Apply

This Fellowship program is open to applicants, including previous recipients of the Merck MMD Diversity Fellowship awards, who meet the requirements below.   

All applicants must meet the following requirements:

· Be a citizen or permanent resident of the United States.

· Be a sophomore or junior in the fall of the 2011-12 academic year and completed all freshman or sophomore level courses respectively.

· Major in chemical engineering or other engineering or science discipline. 

· Be able to commit to a summer internship for a minimum of ten weeks at Merck during the summer of 2012.
· Have a minimum Grade Point Average (GPA) of 3.2 on a 4.0 scale or equivalent.

How To Apply

To be considered for an award, an applicant must provide the following:

· Completed application form

· A total of three names, including two members of the university community who will serve as references.  A previous recipient of the Merck MMD Diversity in Engineering Fellowship awards must provide name of Merck internship supervisor.  Merck may request recommendation letters from references.

· A current resume

· A current transcript from  applicant’s university or college (Official or Student copy)
