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Speaker’s Biographies 

Mr. Samuel T. Mok Biography:
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Samuel Tinsing Mok

Chief Financial Officer

U.S. Department of Labor
The Honorable Samuel Tinsing Mok is the Chief Financial Officer (CFO) of the U.S. Department of Labor. He is the first Asian Pacific American CFO of a cabinet agency in U.S. History. He also served as Chief Financial Officer and Comptroller of the U.S. Department of the Treasury.

Mr. Mok's professional career spans both the American public and private sectors. He served in the U.S. Army as a commissioned officer, as U.S. Foreign Service Officer in the U.S. Department of State, and in the career Senior Executive Service (SES). In public sector, he held top corporate financial executive positions at U.S. News & World Report and Time Inc.

In 2006, Mr. Mok received the prestigious Donald L. Scantlebury Memorial Award for Distinguished Leadership in Financial Management Improvement and was named a “Federal 100” recipient by the Federal Computer Week as one of the top executives with the greatest impact on the government information systems over the previous year.  In 2005, He was the recipient of the Distinguished National Leadership Award given by the Association of Government Accountants (AGA) to formally recognize federal officials who have demonstrated outstanding leadership in federal financial management. 

Mr. Mok serves on the Republic of the Marshall Islands Trust Fund Committee, the Board of Trustees for the AGA Academy for Government Accountability, the General Administration Board of the United States Department of Agriculture Graduate School, the U.S. Government Accountability Office (GAO) Advisory Council on Government Audit Standards, and the Asian American Government Executives Network (AAGEN) Advisory Board. Mr. Mok is also a fellow of the National Academy of Public Administration (NAPA).

He was born in Shanghai, raised in Hong Kong, educated in New York. He holds two professional accounting licenses. Mr. Mok and his wife, Nancy, reside in Maryland. They are the proud parents of two grown children, both attorneys, and five grandchildren.
Johnny T. N. IP Biography (Topic: Financing Options to Help Your Company Entering US Mainstream Markets--- an United Commercial Bank Experience): 

Johnny IP, Senior Vice President, Head of Business Development of United Commercial Bank’s New England Region, brings over 29 years broad-based experience in domestic and international banking to the Bank.  

Johnny was Senior Vice President of Asian American Bank responsible for business and product development of the entire bank.  Before joining Asian American Bank, Johnny was Vice President of International Division of Citizens Bank of Massachusetts and managed the marketing of trade finance and services to the upper middle market customers in the New England area.
Johnny’s other international experience includes being Executive Vice President of DirectSource.com, a trade finance portal located in Seattle.  He was responsible for developing DirectSource’s global trade finance strategies, banking relationships, cash management and Treasury infrastructures.

Johnny was Vice President and National Sales Manager of Global Trade Banking Division at State Street Bank and Trust Company located in Boston.  Under Johnny’s leadership, the global trade finance team has successfully designed and sold cross border international trade service to major multinational corporations. 

Prior to joining State Street Bank, Johnny served at both Norwest Bank Minnesota’s Hong Kong regional office and at the headquarters located in Minneapolis as Vice President/Director of Credit and Marketing and team leader of the Large Corporate Team in the World Banking Division. 

Johnny has also held executive positions at ABN-AMRO Bank, Trust Bank of South Africa and Bangkok Bank. 

Johnny is Treasurer of Greater China New England Business Council, member of the capital campaign Advisory Boards of Asian American Civic Association and Boston Chinatown Neighborhood Center, and member of Advisory Board to CEO of Quincy Medical Center. He was a member of the board of directors of the South Cove Community Health Center located in Boston.  

Nam Van Pham Biography (He is the VP/Credit Approval Officer of United Commercial Bank, and will join Mr. Johnny T. N. to answer questions): 

Nam Van Pham possesses comprehensive experience in government, banking and non-profit sectors in both domestic and international environments.  Before joining Asian American Bank, he headed up the commercial lending department of the Property & Casualty Initiative, an $85 million community development loan fund created by Massachusetts-based insurance companies. Before joining PCI, he worked at Citizens Bank as Vice President for Commercial Lending. 

He was also employed at the First National Bank of Boston in several different capacities. Nam helped establish the Community Development Unit.  His other responsibilities included Director for Asian Community, Asia-Pacific Desk Manager, and Lending Officer.

Nam’s State government experience includes being Deputy Executive Director of the Massachusetts Trade Office, and Commissioner of Massachusetts Office for Refugees and Immigrants (1994-1998.) Under his leadership, Massachusetts’s refugee resettlement programs, which focus on refugees’ capabilities, became national models. 

Nam first entered public service in 1983 as a Presidential Management Fellow in Washington, DC. From 1984 to 1985 he served as Program Budget Director at Harvard University's Kennedy School of Government. 

Nam is a member of several Boards and Associations, including Beth Israel-Deaconess Hospital’s Board of Overseers, VietAID and Next Vietnam Foundation. 

Nam had been a Visiting Lecturer at Tufts University.  He periodically writes op-ed articles for the Boston Globe and Boston Herald.  

Nam earned his BS degree with a concentration in Business Administration from the University of Minnesota ‘s Carlson School of Management. He received his MPA in Political Economy from Harvard University's Kennedy School of Government.

Tony Kwan Biography (Topic: How to Establish Your Own Business in the US - Especially on the Real Estate Business):
For the past fifteen years, Tony Kwan's firm, Cosmo Land, Inc., has been involved in the development of large-scale projects primarily on the Eastern Seaboard and in Asia. Completed projects include power plants, hospitals, office space, retail malls, special education facilities and distribution centers. Tony Kwan is an advisor in commercial development with an emphasis on bringing Chinese companies to the United States and American companies to China.

He is a member of the Harvard GSD Alumni Council, a student mentor at the GSD, a member of the Harvard GSD Endowment Committee and volunteer fund-raiser for the School. 
Wan Wu Biography (Topic: Management of an Asian Supermarket at Quincy, Massachusetts):

Wan Wu was born in 1947 in Shanghai, China, and moved with the family to Hong Kong

when he was about ten years old and grew up there.  He came to US in 1966 to attend University of Rhode Island and received BS in Chemical Engineering in 1970.  He did his graduate study at Lehigh University and received MS and PhD also in Chemical Engineering there.  He joined Monsanto in 1977 and worked as a Research Scientist with Monsanto and Bayer for about 25 years.  Had written fifteen company reports, was granted most US patents (8) in the field of Continuous Mass Polymerization Technology and is recognized as a world expert in the field of ABS process and product technology.  Wan Wu took early retirement from Bayer in 2002.  Joined Kam Man Food the same year.  As a part-owner, started up and opened successfully the Kam Man Food and Kam Man Marketplace at 219 Quincy Ave, Quincy, MA 02169 in 2003.  Wan Wu is currently the General Manager of Kam Man Food and Kam Man MarketPlace, the largest and the most popular Asian Shopping place in Massachusetts.  On the side, right now Wan Wu is starting up a Technology Consulting Company in Lanzhou, China.

Because of his unique childhood background, he has excellent command of English and three major Chinese dialects: Shanghai, Mandarin and Cantonese and intimately familiar with both the Chinese and American cultures including their respective recent histories and most importantly how the current systems in both countries work.  Because of his diverse and strong background in the science, academic, industry and business, Wan is capable of dealing with any complex issues or problems whether technical, business, social or even legal and come up with the best practical solutions in a short period of time with minimum resources as illustrated by in his successful career track records in academic, industrial and business arenas.
