Dear Friends,

A catastrophic earthquake rocked central China at 2:28pm on Monday May 12, 2008.
Within one day, the death toll rose sharply to nearly 12,000 and is keeping rapidly rising.
Most of the victims are children at school and people at work caught under collapsed
buildings, since the quake happened during working hours. There are still numerous
regular aftershocks, which make people fearful to return home. Millions of people have
to sleep in the open, in heavy rain, with no power or water.

Facing the devastation in our motherland, the Chinese Students and Scholars Association
(CSSA) is calling for support from the whole MIT community. We will hold a table at
the student center all day long from Wednesday (May 14th) through Friday (May 16th) to
collect donation. The money collected will be used to provide for the survivors basic
shelter and food and to help rebuild their homes. We will send the money to the China
Red Cross Sichuan Branch.
