Preferred candidates will be qualified to teach International Business and an introductory course in Marketing.  Preferred candidates will also have relevant teaching experience which includes proven effectiveness in online course development and teaching, and professional experience. Candidates should provide evidence of excellent teaching as this will be a primary selection criterion.  Salary will be AACSB competitive.  While the position is housed at the Pensacola campus, it may require teaching at other university campuses.

Supply Chain Logistics Management is one undergraduate major within the Department of Marketing, Supply Chain Logistics, and Economics.
