Hunger and homelessness are huge problems in Boston, across the country and around the world. More than 3.5 million Americans and more than 6,000 Boston residents experience homelessness each year and families are the fastest growing segment of the homeless population. In the U.S., 1 in 3 of our children goes hungry every night. Project Hope is doing an admirable job to address this issue. Project Hope has been a trailblazer in formulating innovative and collaborative solutions to family homelessness and poverty since 1948. Not only are they an emergency shelter for eight mothers and children, but they also have a great follow up program to help families in transition, operate a food pantry open three mornings a week serving 150 families, run a child center for 26 children, and have a program to assist women in getting their GED.

This year, UMASS Boston’s Hunger Cleanup is working to raise $5,000. These resources will go to help Project Hope provide services to the families in need as well as the National Student Campaign Against Hunger and Homelessness (the largest network of students fighting these problems) and international programs that support reconstruction efforts in Southeast Asia and humanitarian aid in Darfur, Sudan. 

From 11-2 pm on April 9th, students and community members will roll up their sleeves and grab paintbrushes, hammers, and rakes to volunteer at local hunger and homelessness relief agencies. Volunteer projects include painting local shelters, planting community gardens, cleaning food banks, and minor construction. It is going to be an amazing event that will make a significant impact on our local community.
