What is the Bike & Build Grants System?	





This summer, Bike & Build will disburse approximately $100,000 in grants to affordable housing organizations throughout the country.  These funds have been raised by the participants on our-cross country bicycle trips, who will also be building houses and generating publicity throughout their trips.





What projects are eligible for funding?





Our program aims to mobilize young adults, ages 18-25 to impact the affordable housing cause.  The funds are reserved for housing projects which involve students and young adults.  Typical recipients in the past have included campus chapters of Habitat for Humanity, and other affordable housing groups with projects that work with young adults. 





If I know of an eligible project, what can I do?
