When you come to build, there are a few things to remember:

We work rain or shine.

The workday begins at 8:45AM and will conclude before 3:00PM at a good stopping point.  We understand that not everyone can commit for the entire day, and sometimes people work only part of the day.  

Work boots or heavy sneakers are required.  It is a construction site and there are nails.

We supply safety glasses and hard hats when needed.

We only have a couple of pairs of work gloves, so bring your own if you have them.

We regret that no one under the age of 16 can be allowed on the build site.

There is cold bottled water on site.

We will order out for lunch - pizza, subs, etc. – if it is not donated. If you prefer to brown bag it, that’s fine too. A $5 donation will be collected at the start of the day for lunch. If your organization would like to donate lunch for volunteers at some point, that would be terrific. Just let us know.

There is a great crew of supervisors on site to instruct and keep everyone safe.  You will have a great time.  It is very rewarding to participate on a Habitat build.
