Computer TakeBack Campaign Endorsement

The undersigned organization is concerned about the growing problem of discarded personal computers and other consumer electronics products (so-called “e-waste”), and believes that brand owners and producers must eliminate the public health threats posed by unsafe disposal of these products. We support the Computer TakeBack Campaign’s efforts targeting Dell Incorporated to take financial responsibility for discarded products, eliminate the use of hazardous materials, and support environmentally superior practices for recycling these products. We further call on Dell Inc., to:

Take It Back

· Design and implement a Producer Take Back program for all consumers that is convenient and easy to follow. This program must be consistent with similar programs required in Europe and include a timeline for reaching specified goals for collection and recycling rates.
· Include the costs and savings of the Take Back program into the product price. Shifting the end-of-life cost off of the taxpayer to the producer will create a market incentive to design products that are durable, less toxic and recyclable and will result in long- term savings.

· Establish its own Producer Take Back program, while also agreeing to work cooperatively with others in the industry that may initiate a national Producer Take Back system.

Make It Clean

· Phase out the use of hazardous materials in computer equipment, such as lead, cadmium, mercury, and flame retardants, at a minimum consistent with the European requirements.

Recycle Responsibly

· Partner only with, or operate in-house, recycling operations that have pledged to:

1.  Keep electronic waste out of landfills and incinerators,  

2.  Ban the export of hazardous wastes including discarded electronics, and 

3. Maintain fair living wages and safe working conditions for their workers.

· Share details of the company’s equipment recycling programs with shareholders and an external advisory committee that discloses the recovery and handling of products.
