Climate Campaign Internship Description
WHAT: 

The Climate Campaign is hiring 16 student leaders to work as “Climate Interns” with the goal of building momentum from the Northeast Climate Conference on a state-by-state basis throughout the rest of the semester, helping to build the northeast state networks, and contributing to the future successes of the national environmental movement.

PERKS: 

- Paid stipend of $100/month (for 5 hrs/week)

- Great resources, networking opportunities, and connections to leaders in this field.

JOB DESCRIPTION:

Climate Interns will begin work ASAP after the Climate Conference (early March) and continue through the end of the school year.  They will work closely with leaders from each Climate Campaign partner network (see below) and other student environmental leaders in their state to:

- Serve as a liaison between state energy advocates and student environmental groups 
interested in working to influence state climate policy, 

- Mobilize student environmental groups to participate in statewide events & actions,
- Continue recruiting campus environmental groups,  

- Maintain state listserves and stimulate discussion through regular updates, 

- Help students with local and campus media campaigns,

- Provide resources, contacts, and advice to student leaders in the state,
- Facilitate conference calls and meetings between Climate Campaign students from different campuses in the state,  

- Produce campaign materials, including the Clean Energy Resource Packet, fact sheets, press releases, editorials, flyers, and
- Identify new student leaders, giving them the skills to coordinate the state network for years to come.

* Note: The number of Climate Interns per state is based on the size and number of that state’s universities: CT (1), MA (3), ME (2), NH (1), NJ (1), NY (3), PA (3), RI (1), VT (1).
