Master Electrician  shall: 
· Design a curriculum of training for students in the Professional Theatre Training Program’s Technical production track specializing in electrics production for the theatre.

· Teach appropriate classes to support the electrics production curriculum in the PTTP.  Each semester shall include teaching of Rehearsal and Performance class.  Teach other classes in the BA as requested.

(Total teaching load not to exceed three classes per semester)

· Participate in faculty/committee meetings, technical production meetings, production coordination activities, student recruitment, and student assessment and coaching.

· Manage the Electrics area of the theatre department

· Supervise the purchasing/ budgetary monitoring/reporting for the electrics area

· Maintain electrics shop and equipment

· Maintain electrics consumable inventory (gel, cable, lamps, tape, tie line, etc.)

· Establish safe work environment to support production activity

· Supervise/ coach student electricians in the technical production activity

· Supervise student ME for Theatre Department production activity.

· Student shall fulfill job responsibilities of Master Electrician under the supervision of the staff member.  Staff member should be available for an appropriate level of coaching to guide the student in production planning and implementation.

· Act as Master Electrician for Milwaukee Shakespeare production activity

· Act as liaison with lighting designer in preliminary design activity for questions regarding the theatre, stock equipment, rental options, etc.

· Facilitate effective communication of electrics area needs to/from designers and with all other areas of production.

· Upon arrival of preliminary designs from the designers, determine a materials and labor cost estimate.  PTTP student acting as Assistant ME may determine a separate materials and labor cost estimate as part of their curricular training.   PTTP student may assist in costing and bidding of components and materials as requested.  

· Present options for cuts and adjustments for on-time, on-budget production work to fulfill the design to production faculty/ PM’s.  Advise PM’s of specialty requests (fog, hazer, custom gobos, etc.)

· Attend production meetings to represent electrics area.

· Conduct and/or supervise hang and focus

· Conduct and/or supervise board programming during technical/dress rehearsals.

· Supervise and/or coach students during technical work calls during tech. week.

· Run the light board for performances when student ME is unavailable/ or otherwise unable to fulfill the job.

· Conduct and/or supervise electrics area strike and return of rentals and/or borrowed equipment.
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
