Donated to the UCONN Historical Costume and Textile Collection. All garments are in excellent condition.
1. 2014C 1973. 35 Emerald Green tailored princess line wool Maxi Coat with Jewel neckline and 4 oversized brass military buttons, missing the 5th.  Sleeves have two buttons each. Gold rayon satin  lining with repairs around the hem and 18” up from the hem.
2. 2014C 1998.4 Bottle Green velvet gown with and shot green taffeta bodice and spaghetti straps. “Yolanda Designer Collection, Made in the USA of imported fabric.” ˙High waisted cummerbund and attached sash of taffeta.  Ribbon and beaded applique on bodice.  Spaghetti straps also of taffeta.
3. 2014C 1992.10  Rose pink tunic with long circular cut skirt.  Gold embroidery with green & purple motifs down the front of the tunic to the hem and gold ribbon woven edges. 
4. 2014C 1992.11 Red tunic of polyester chiffon with cotton lining, and gold bib embroidery. Drawstring trousers with 1.5 quilted cuffs.
5. 2014C 1988.21 Teal blue rayon Indian ensemble with extra wide (2 yards around) trousers and attached full length circular cut skirt. Blue beaded crop top bodice and coat with long sleeves and 2’ wide beading down the front and at ends of sleeves.  Matching wide shawl/sash with beaded tassles.  
6. 2014C 1989.14 Blue shot taffeta cocktail dress with velvet and iridescent sequin detail appliqued at the bustline and draped shoulders  Self fabric belt. Wrap skirt ending in a fabric fan detail.
7. 2014C 1996 “Jones of New York” brown silk chiffon full length sleevless gown with black overall small floral print. Lined with black silk.  A-line with princess seams.
8. 2014C 1958.66 gold mini polka-dot white sheer nylon blouse with tie neck, and ¾ sheer sleeves with a cuff.  6 shank buttons with gold edged pearls. Bodice is lined with white nylon.


Donated to the Costume Shop and Connecticut Repertory Theatre
1. 3-piece, one button tuxedo with silk winged lapels. Made in the USA.
2. One extra large black cotton velvet skirt with tan horizontal print pleated onto a waistband.
3. Home made dance dress of white Lycra spandex, mounted onto a spaghetti strap leotard.  Skirt had bias detail at hip and shoulder circular cut drape.
4. Apricot home made period costume with fitted bodice, long sleeves and full length skirt pleated onto the bodice. Contrasting orange cuffs, collar and belt.
5. Black microfiber burn-out full-length sheath gown with cross back spaghetti straps.
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Cranberry Qiana forties style draped gown with matching sash belt. Qiana is a silky nylon fiber developed in 1962 at the DuPont Experimental Station by Stanley Brooke Speck. The fiber was christened Qiana when introduced by DuPont in 1968. Dress

8. Three academic hoods 
9. 4 inexpensive black graduation gowns
10. 1 cartridge pleated nice quality wide-sleeved black professorial gown with white lining in the sleeves.
11. 1 navy blue graduation gown 
12. 1 royal blue graduation gown
13. Two Tassels from 1995 and one from 1989
14. Honors cords
15.  14 Black crepe sashes
16. 6 crocheted shawls
17. 1 hospital gown
