Drafting, draping, stitching, and construction of all pieces as required/requested.  Measurements, fittings, crafting and millinery as needed, amongst other duties.  We produce Musical Theater, Opera, and Dance shows every year; varied skill set required.  Because of our fast paced environment, our needs vary greatly; flexibility is very important at the Boston Conservatory Costume Shop.  

Stock Manager:  Works with CSM and ACSM, as well as student stock managers, to organize and keep rental appointments for student productions on an as needed basis.
