General Statement of Job Function

Assists Lighting Supervisor to execute all lighting and electrical requirements for BCB main stage productions. Maintain and repair lighting equipment as needed. Coordinate with Lighting Supervisor to share supervision of main stage hangs, focuses and strikes, and support for all technical rehearsals.


Principle Duties and Responsibilities

Assist Conservatory Lighting Supervisor on all main stage lighting hang, focus, and strike calls.

Coordinate with Conservatory Lighting Supervisor to share support coverage of technical rehearsals, including weekends and evenings.

Ensure that all main stage lighting production notes are completed during technical rehearsals, or promptly communicated to the Conservatory Lighting Supervisor.

Helps train and supervise the Conservatory student workforce during production; ensures that student workers are trained for run-crew duties.

Assists in the supervision of jobbed in labor for work calls.

Ensures that proper safety measures and adequate housekeeping are observed by all under their direction.

Repairs lighting equipment as needed.
